Limited Access Membership
Applicant must be a current, full-dues paying member in good standing at another outdoor tennis club. The NTC Board of Trustees has the right to determine if the “other” club qualifies in the spirit of this offer.  All NTC Board decisions are final.

Applicant must submit a completed membership application and receive approval prior to any play at NTC. 
LAMS are entitled to a maximum of 20 days of play per season.   A “day of play” is defined as a day in which the LAM occupies a court, whether for an actual tennis match OR for practice.

LAMs must sign in (through court booking or by other means as provided by NTC) prior to playing in order to track number of days of play.  One courtesy reminder will be issued for not signing in; a second infraction may result in suspension or termination of the membership without refund.

LAMs will not be eligible to represent NTC in any league matches.

LAMs may bring a guest four times per year.  Guests are subject to regular NTC guest fees.  LAMs are not permitted to bring any guests on Saturdays or on Sundays.

On any given weekend LAMs may play either Saturday OR Sunday but not both.

At any time during the season LAMs may become a regular Single member at NTC for an additional $200 fee.

LAMs must abide by all NTC club rules.

Note:  Regular NTC members may not qualify for LAM status until three years after the end of their last season as a NTC member, unless otherwise approved by the NTC Board of Trustees.
